Dear Mr. Cassidy:

You have revised previous plans submitted to the Town of Glastonbury and made significant improvements, partially based on comments by Glastonbury town staff and their consultants.
The deep test pits dug and recorded on July 3, 2020 (and witnessed by Tom Mocko, Environmental Planner) verified that the sub soil can absorb surface runoff from roof leaders, footing drains, and driveway runoff on Lots 1 -5.

Specifically, drainage water (referenced above) will be directed from lots 1-5 to a 24” ROW and spread over a 8’x 4’ x 30” concrete, level spreader. These dimensions are standard and are shown in detail on sheet 22 of 27. The hydraulic soil capacity can easily handle the projected volume and these best-management water practices will recharge the groundwater. The revised plans show these improvements: “Site Development Plan prepared for Dependable Construction, property located at 524 Bell Street, Glastonbury, CT, Scale 1”=40’, dated June 23, 2020, revised through 9/29/20 sheet 8 of 27, prepared by Hallisey, Pearson & Cassidy Civil Engineers and Surveyors, Inc.” 
In addition, after further site review and conversations with the consultant team and others, it was determined that the drainage on lots shown on sheets 9 of 27, 10 of 27 and 24 of 27, resulting from the driveway runoff and yard drains, would be redirected to a simple and non-intrusive rain garden. This is a well known and accepted best-management practice for surface runoff.
In my professional opinion, the revised plans will not have a significant adverse effect on the inland wetlands and watercourses on or adjacent to the site.
